‘Aha PUnana Leo has become a nationally and
internationally recognized model for language
revitalization and a resource for indigenous groups
interested in reviving and perpetuating their fraditional
languages. Since launching its Hale Kipa *Oiwi
outreach project in 2008, ‘Aha PGnana Leo has
welcomed indigenous groups from across the U.S. and
other countries to assist them in developing language
and cultural revitalization programs.

In 2019 - celebrating the International Year of
Indigenous Languages — ‘Aha Punana Leo brought
together language advocates from around the world
for the Mokuola Honua Symposium aimed at sharing
and developing language revitalization strategies and
looking for ways to integrate, promote and normalize
indigenous languages in education, government,
policy, media and business. The event welcomed
participants and advocates of indigenous languages,
including Inupiagq, Tlingit, Seneca, Lakota, Ojibwe,
Maori, ‘Olelo Hawai‘i and more.
